Objectives 

 

The goal of this Workshop is to present and 
discuss different modelling approaches in the field 
of the dynamic behavior of materials. An 
important objective is to consider original 
material descriptions which are suitable for Finite 
Element codes to simulate dynamic failure 
phenomena related to engineering applications. 
 

Themes 
 
The Workshop will cover both theoretical 
modelling of the mechanical behavior of materials 
at high strain rates and numerical simulations of 
fast processes. Following seven main sessions are 
intended: 

1. Constitutive relations 
2. Global and local instability 
3. Numerical simulations 
4. Modelling of damage and fracture 
5. Spalling and perforation 
6. Experimental verifications 
7. State of art in industry and their needs
